Press, 2000) and First Nights at the
Opera (Yale, 2004). He is a member

of the American Academy of Arts and
Sciences, an Honorary Citizen of the
city of Benevento, and a Chevalier

de I'Ordre des Arts et Lettres of the
French Republic.

Choose one of two optional excur-
sions this afternoon: (1) Travel to
nearby Schloss Wackerbarth, a
historic chateau known today as
Saxony’s oldest sparkling wine
producer for wine tasting. (2) Visit
Dresden’s Transparent Factory,

a glass-walled facility designed

by Volkswagen for the produc-
tion of its top-of-the-line sedans

and expanded into a fascinating
interactive exhibition space for
innovative future technologies.
Or enjoy free time to explore
Dresden independently.

Church, where he preached.
